¢ to Contact Harbour Control (+64 21 2298 882 or on VHF CH14) on the day of the event to
confirm intent to continue with event as planned or to delay or cancel. Note: in the case of
a planned delayed finish time, Harbour Control may impose additional controls to mitigate
potential interference with commercial vessels.

e for the Control vessel or Race Headquarters to maintain a radio watch on VHF Channel 14
for the duration of the on-water activities. Any changes from event plan are to be advised to
Harbour Control.

e toreport any incidents or accidents to the Harbourmaster
