We understand this is a benefit
to emergency services for 24/7 use in the event of safely extracting people from the water.

We know some of the wharves are in a less than desirable state. As users of the wharf, it is great to
see the applicant’s proposal to raise the bar with their current upgrade of the existing wharf, and to
have a vision to improve the area. Many will benefit and enjoy Taieri Mouth with this multi-use
facility.
